Pan African Forum on the Commonwealth (Latimer House) Principles on the Accountability of and Relationship Between the Three Branches of Government.
The CMJA participated in the above Forum which took place in Nairobi, Kenya from 3-6 April 2005 and which was organised by the Commonwealth Secretariat, in liaison with the Sponsoring organisations of the Latimer House Guidelines on Parliamentary Supremacy and Judicial Independence. Representatives from the Legislative, Executive and the Judiciary (at all levels) in all 18 Commonwealth African countries participated in the Forum. 
The objectives of the Forum were:

(a) to raise awareness amongst parliamentarians, government ministers and officials, judges and magistrates, lawyers, non-governmental organisations, civil society, and oversight 
institutions on the Principles in Commonwealth Africa; 
(b) to facilitate the exchange of ideas and sharing of experiences  in order to enhance practices of accountable, ethical and effective  governance;
(c) to examine and exchange ideas on ways of strengthening the independence and relative role of parliamentarians, the executive and the judiciary;
(d) to examine ways of strengthening and reforming institutions in the fight against corruption;
(e) to encourage and explore new ideas for sustaining governance in order to reduce poverty, and promote human rights and gender equality;
(f) to encourage strategic partnerships between government and non-governmental organisations and civil society in promoting and protecting ethical governance, accountability and the rule of law
